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ACADEMIC ACCOMMODATION
FOR RELIGIOUS OBSERVANCE
POLICY
A student whose religious obligation conflicts with a course requirement
may request an academic accommodation from the instructor. Students
make such requests in writing by the end of the first week of class. Upon
receiving such a request, the instructor will offer reasonable academic
accommodation, whenever feasible, and communicate this to the
student. However, the course requirements listed in the syllabus remain in
effect if accommodations cannot be offered.
